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Dear Crosby Parents/Guardians:

We are pleased to share some exciting news about a new fundraising program, sponsored by the Crosby PTA.  It is called the “Crosby Scrip Program” and it’s the fundraising program that works while you shop.

What is Scrip?  Scrip is an everyday gift certificate from stores we all shop at (both national and local retailers).  Many popular retailers participate in our Scrip Program including JCPenney, Kohls, Macys, Sears, The Gap, Shell, Pizza Hut, Red Lobster and many, many more!  

You’re probably asking yourself how these stores help us raise money.  It’s simple – Scrip participating retailers agree to sell gift certificates to our organization at a discount.  Member families like yours can buy the certificates for full face value.  The retailer in turn will redeem them for the full face value and our school keeps the difference as revenue.  You won’t need to buy anything different or sell anything to your families or neighbors.  Just spend your regular shopping dollars with Scrip at the stores that participate in the program.  

Here’s an example of how it works:

You purchase $400 in Grocery Store gift certificates this month.  We place your orders for the scrip and pay only $380.  We earn $20.  If 100 families participate at $400 per month, we’ll earn $2,000 per month.  Think about the potential when we include department store and restaurant purchases.
How To Shop with Scrip 

Option #1 – Available Immediately
1. Every Friday your child will bring home an order form.

2. Review your spending needs and the participating stores.  Determine which gift certificates you’d like to purchase and the denominations.

3. Return the completed order form and check in a sealed envelope to the office by Monday.

4. The next Friday your Scrips will be sent home with your child.  Crosby PTA is not responsible for lost or stolen Scrips.
Option #2 – Beginning in December, 2005
1. An order form will be sent home along with your Market Day Order Form.

2. Place your order at the same time you place your Market Day Order.

3. Pick up your monthly Scrip supply at our regularly scheduled Market Day pickup.

You pick the option that works best for you!  Included is the order form representing both local and national businesses as well as a list of Frequently Asked Questions regarding the program.
We are introducing this program now as we head into the holiday shopping season.  What an easy way to shop for loved ones and raise money for Crosby Kids.  We ask that you consider participating.

Scrip Program Frequently Asked Questions
1. Where Can I use Scrip?  The stores themselves issue their own Scrip.  For example, Macy’s 
Gift Scrip is issued by Macy’s and is good only at Macy’s.  It is the exact same Scrip you
 would receive if you walked into Macy’s and purchased one right in the store.

2. How do I use Scrip?  The great part about this program is that stores treat Scrip just like cash.  This means that you present them for payment at the register.  You can use Scrip to shop for everyday items, pay for gas or give as gifts.  

3. How does our organization make money?  Scrip Advantage purchases the Scrip from each merchant in large, bulk quantities at discounted rates.  Scrip Advantage then makes these 
gift certificates available to non-profit organizations also at a discounted rate.  Your organization then sells these same gift certificates to its families and members at face value.  The difference between this discount rate and face value is your profit.

4. What if I don’t use the whole amount of the face value of the Scrip?  Will I get change back?  Most stores will give change back if you do not use the entire amount of the Scrip.  However,
 each stores has its own change-back policy, so make sure you ask a store representative before
 you shop if you are not sure.  A good rule of thumb is to try to spend at least 80% of the face 
value of the Scrip.  In addition, if your purchases are more than the amount on your Scrip, you
 can pay the difference with any other method convenient to you (i.e. cash, credit card, etc.)

5. Is there a limit on the amount of Scrip I can use at any one store?  No.  They will gladly take 
as much money as you want to spend in their store, regardless of how you spend it.

6. Can I use Scrip to pay on my store charge card?  Yes, but only at those stores that are 
designated as such on your Scrip shopping list.  These stores are JCPenney and Kohl’s.

7. Are there any geographical restrictions on where I can use Scrip?  Only if designated as 
such on your shopping list.  Otherwise, store Scrip is good at any location nationwide.  
That means you can buy Scrip as gifts for those long, lost relatives.
